2. Central Office Report:

Dr. Grace began by explaining how with the help of Vickie Penson and Jennifer Stegman
we were granted the 21% Century Grant. The grant is 1.3 million, 300,000 a year then 80% and 60%. She
continued that this grant was going to assist our students. Dr. Grace then shared about the SPEP —Shawnee
Parent Education Program funding. The state cut the funding for the program and other funding had to be
found. Shawnee Public Schools agreed to fund 50% and the rest was partnered by Avedis and Community
Action, fully funding the program. Dr. Grace then mentioned that Cherity Pennington had received a Dollar
General Youth and Literacy grant in the amount of two thousand dollars. Dr. Grace then mentioned that in the
Board packet there was a Memorandum of Understanding between the Good Shepherd Catholic School which
is actually a grant that UCO was extending to us that provides intense teacher training for behavioral analysis for
our special needs children in the area of Autism and other behavioral need issues. Jennifer Stegman gave a
